REPORTS AND COMMUNICATION FROM THE MAYOR, DIRECTORS, AND OTHER CITY OFFICIALS:
MAYOR PATTON said, first of all I would like to wish everyone a very Happy New Year, it is good be back here on January 3, 2012. Thank you City Council for the approval of my directors this evening. As you can see our small but efficient staff always has the residents, the businesses and the employees as their first priorities in the City. Together along with City Council we have navigated our way through some difficult economic times and together we have also celebrated grand openings, and we will continue to do so over the next four years. 
I appreciate the opportunity the voters have given me as well, and I welcome our newest Councilperson Paul Wojnar to the team. I also welcome back the returning Councilmembers. Please know that I am always available to work on any issue with you at any time. The directors that you have appointed this evening are here to serve you as well. Throughout their years of service each director has possessed dedication and leadership to see projects through to completion in our community. And I appreciate your approval for their continuing service for the residents of Fairview Park. 
My report tonight will consist of a number of items. First I would like to let Council know that our next Fire Study meeting is next Wednesday, January 11th at 1:00 p.m. in Bay Village. Fairview Park is represented by myself, Chief Williams, alternate Captain Kevin Kilbane, firefighter Mike Fink, and Councilwoman Peggy Cleary. If I may ask is that correct? Will you still be with us on this? Okay, so it is January the 11th, have you been notified of that Peggy?
COUNCILWOMAN CLEARY said, yes, I have been. 

MAYOR PATTON continued, I think we are going to be moving into some pretty interesting meetings and I'm sure the between Councilperson Peggy Cleary and myself we can put together some nice reports for City Council on a monthly basis. 
All of the new lights have been installed in the Gemini Center gym, this new efficient lighting was made possible through a grant. And thanks to our Service Department employees Tim Rhodes and Gemini employee Tom Briner for the installation of these new lights. 
As I stated in my last report Meals on Wheels will be relocating to City Hall on January the 13th, the kitchen has been cleared out and the area is ready for their move. This is a temporary location for approximately a year and a half until their new home is ready for them in New Hope Church. Stop in and welcome them and if anyone is interested in volunteering they would welcome the help. 
We have some new programs that have arrived at the Gemini Center. The first Tuesday of every month Fairview Hospital will be there offering free blood pressure screenings and the second Wednesday of the month Metro Hospital will be offering information on health related issues from 5:30 until 7:30 p.m. The first series is information on Crohns and Colitis. 

I would also like to conclude my report this evening with the flurry of activities that have recently taken place at City Hall. Many people were out enjoying the holidays and the clock never stops over here at City Hall. The Building Department and the Development Department have been very busy. Our Cuyahoga County Library and Charter One Bank have both submitted remodeling plans for both of those properties. We would like to welcome Behavior Health Services; this is a new business that will be moving into the building across from McDonalds. Here’s some pretty exciting news, Einstein Bagels will be moving to Fairview Park. This will be our first bagel shop; they will be at Westgate where Tomato Tomahto was located. They have submitted their plans and will go to the Planning and Design Commission in February. They will be joined at that meeting with United Telephone Credit Union which will be located at the former Cleveland Motel site. And lastly the Fairview Shopping Center has applied for a permit for demolition of the old CVS portion of the complex. This is about eighteen thousand five hundred square feet that will be removed and it will be grassed over for future plans. Again Happy New Year to everyone and I wish you a happy and healthy New Year. Thank you.
SERVICE DIRECTOR KENNEDY said, thank you Council for confirming my reappointment to my position, it’s been exciting and a pleasure to be involved over the last twelve years plus years and I look forward to the next eight or fourteen or whatever the case may be. 
We, all of us I think, appreciate Council’s faith in our past efforts and we look forward to more exciting times in the years ahead. It certainly has been wonderful to watch Fairview Park evolve and grow over the last twelve years. Thanks again. 
I just have a couple of items. This month we will be working on the preparation of the bid for the rubbish, the whole rubbish package. We hope to get that out in the newspaper sometime in early to mid February. We will be working on those bids specs this month. 

The Law Director and I have been working on a number of fronts with regard to the NASA project, most recently one of those efforts has included trying to establish meetings with the offices of the two Ohio Senators, Senators Portman and Brown in their local offices in Cleveland. We hope to schedule those meetings on the 10th and 12th of this month respectively which is next week. We are waiting for confirmation. We think that those meetings will be held and that this will be another opportunity to try and bring this NASA project to conclusion in a favorable way to Fairview Park. 
Also during the month, as a follow up to the meeting that we had at the County Public Works Department last month, there will be a meeting of the Westshore Service Directors, and it will be held here at City Hall probably on the 17th or 18th of January, we’re still trying to pin that date down. This is a continuation of an effort that started in December to collaborate on various service related activities in an effort to reduce costs. And we look forward to collaborating together and with the Public Works Department on that. And last but not least, we are going to proceed as everyone knows on the reestablishment of the Master Plan Steering Committee, we still need residential appointments from each of the ward Council people except for Mr. Hinkel. I did get a notification from him over the holidays regarding the resident he has selected. We still need to know who on Council will be members of the Committee. In any case, my plan is to have all of the letters out to the various participants by the third week of this month with the Committee to convene no later than mid February. That’s all that I have, thank you. 
THE CHAIR said, thank you Director Kennedy. I, Councilman Minek and Councilwoman Cleary will be members of the Master Plan Steering Committee and the resident appointments are trickling in. 
FINANCE DIRECTOR ROCCO said, I would like to first thank Mayor Patton for her recommendation of my appointment to City Council and I would also like to thank City Council for their approval. The confidence shown in me to carry out the duties of Finance Director is truly appreciated. And I look forward to working closely with all of you in serving the best interests of Fairview Park and its residents for the next four years. So thank you very much. 
The Finance Department will be closing the 2011 year on Wednesday, after that I will then be able to have in more in depth conversations on the budget with the Mayor and with Council. Then we will be able to prepare for budget hearings in February. Thank you. 

LAW DIRECTOR FAGNILLI said, likewise I thank Mayor Patton for her confidence in asking me to be her Law Director for the next four years and Council’s approval of that appointment. It is truly and honor and a pleasure and a privilege to serve this City in such exciting times as we face the challenges that we are facing and really provide quality services for our residents. So thank you very much, I look forward to working with everyone and certainly if you need me call. Other than that I have no report this evening. Thank you. 
CITY ENGINEER MACKAY said, first of all as the others have I would also like to thank the Mayor for her recommendation and also to Council for passing the legislation approving the contract with Mackay Engineering. I look forward to working with the Mayor, her Administration, the members of Council and the citizens of Fairview Park. Our firm is very proud to be of service to this City and we thank you for your confidence. 
I would also like to thank Council tonight for the passage of the legislation authorizing the design and bidding for the 2012 Street Repair Program. I look forward to working with the Mayor and the Administration in continuing to improve the best streets in the County. Thank you. 

PUBLIC SESSION: 
MISCELLANEOUS BUSINESS AND COMMENTS BY MEMBERS OF COUNCIL:
COUNCILMAN McDONOUGH said, Happy New Year everyone. I’d like to welcome Paul Wojnar to Council and I look forward to working with him, our wonderful colleagues, the Clerk and the Administration for the next four years. I am sad to report that there was a burglary on December 30th, 2011 on Henry Road. It occurred in the evening hours, actually during the dinner hour. It appears that the target was a vacant house which was for sale and when that was unsuccessful it did go to an occupied home. So I would encourage all residents to do a perimeter check on your homes, check your windows, check your doors and make sure you have good lighting as well. And as always if you see anything suspicious feel free to contact Fairview’s finest at the Police Department to report that. I'm happy to report that the residents were so pleased with the quick response time of the Fairview Park Police Department, that investigation is currently ongoing. And we hope they are successful in catching the burglars on that.
