COUNCILWOMAN CLEARY said, I was at a service.
COMMITTEE REPORTS:

COUNCILMAN MINEK said, the Environment, Public Works, Planning, Zoning and Development Committee met on Monday, January 9, 2012 to discuss Resolution 11-26 Authorizing an Anti-Poaching Agreement. The Chair spoke to members of the County Council who stated that the issue of the Cuyahoga County Anti-Poaching Protocol is still in committee and suggested waiting until the County Council passes legislation which will of course then be referred to the cities for review. A motion this issue remain in committee was approved 5-0. Thank you, this completes my report. 
COUNCILMAN HINKEL said, the Local Government and Community Services Committee met on Monday, January 9th, 2012 starting at 8:12 p.m. We had one topic on the agenda which was the Reapportionment of Wards based on the Census data we received from 2010. The topic is still under review by Cuyahoga County, they have presented us with one option but told us that they would like to present more than one so that we have a few to choose from. Basically they let us know that the process is still ongoing and they did not provide a particular timetable for when it would be done but we will discuss the issue once more information is presented. The meeting ended at 8:17 p.m. and that concludes my report. 
THE CHAIR said, tonight we do not have any new or pending legislation to consider, we will now have reports from the Mayor, Directors and other City officials. 

REPORTS AND COMMUNICATION FROM THE MAYOR, DIRECTORS, AND OTHER CITY OFFICIALS:
MAYOR PATTON said, this past Monday I met with Linda Chojnacki, she is with the Plain Dealer and she does all of the special articles that they place in the Metro Section. Due to advertisements being purchased throughout our business community, she was ready for another story on Fairview Park. So she has decided that she is going to be writing a story in the next coming weeks on three articles; Silver Sneakers, Meals on Wheels and the changing face of Lorain Road, in particular Financial Network. This building is located on Lorain Road near West 219th and they appeared before the Planning and Design Commission last month. They are doing a total facelift to their building. So those are the three stories that she will be working on and we look forward to them in the Plain Dealer. 
Also on Tuesday I met with the Suburban Water Council of Governments meeting downtown at the Water Department. Mayor Frank Jackson had opening remarks and he introduced Alex Margevicius, he is the newly appointed Interim Commissioner of the Water Department and a longtime Water Department employee. We also heard from the Senior Water Department officials in their areas of expertise and they spoke about how service has been improved and for us to make sure that we keep our communication open with them when we have issues with our residents. They also gave us an update on the Westlake plan to leave the Cleveland Water Department’s service district. They feel that this is a matter of concern to all of us; they had a PowerPoint identifying some of the problems that they see with that. And they would be very happy to come out and speak with City Council on this issue; in particular they brought attention to the westside communities because Westlake’s leaving would affect the City of Fairview Park and the western suburbs. 
We then had a COG meeting the following day and we talked, this year it is in North Olmsted, and we had a full report that morning. I gave a commissioners report on the Water Department meeting that I attended. We also discussed CERT that is a volunteer organization, the Community Emergency Response Team and the hours that are put in by the wonderful director that runs that. We talked about a shooting range as well, Bay Village has one, a new one, and the City of Fairview Park and other cities use it so we talked about maybe doing some cost sharing over there. We also talked about the State initiative grant. This is a new grant that has come out and we’ve identified a couple of areas, they are loans and grants that consist of $45 million dollars and they’re awarded to communities that work together on certain issues so we are trying to put a list together of some of the issues related to safety as we move forward with that. 
Later that afternoon I attended the Fire Study meeting, this will be a monthly meeting held at the Bay Village Police Station. On the Fairview Park team it was discussed, Mike Fink who is in the audience with us tonight is our union representative for the Fairview Park Fire Department. Thank you for being there Mike. Peggy Cleary from Council and myself, Lisa Rocco is the alternate Finance Director that will be there, Steve Presley is the one that will head the Finance Department. They also talked with the Law Department and Gary Ebert will be the lead Law Director on this and he will be assisted by the Law Directors of the four cities. So basically our meetings consisted of putting the elements of the team together and who is on the team. And between myself and Councilwoman Cleary we will start reporting to Council and giving updates on these very important meetings. 
Tonight downstairs is our Green Team, I am a member of that team along with Bridget Hinkel, however due to the switch in the Council meetings…this team is building up some momentum, they are all volunteers from our community and we will certainly keep you abreast of some of the things that we are working on with that. 

Tomorrow night we will not have a Planning and Design Commission meeting as there is no business which has not happened in a very long time. However next month I'm told we are going to have a full docket. On Thursday night there is a night out with the BAC and I'm sure that Councilman Minek will speak on that. And the following Monday we have an interesting speaker at our Monday morning meeting that I have with all of the Directors and the Chiefs. We have invited the Board of Health to have one of their experts talk to us about hoarding. There have been articles and we’ve seen programs on TV about it and we’ve experienced a few of them in our own community. We thought it would be best that the Directors and the Chiefs as well as their assistants get as much information as they can as we try and attack this problem and this situation that has been brought to light. It will be at 9:00 a.m. on the 23rd, Monday morning here in City Council chambers if anyone is interested in attending. That ends my report, thank you. 
SERVICE DIRECTOR KENNEDY said, last week in our continuing efforts to work on the positive resolution to this NASA project, the Mayor and the Law Director and I had meetings with staff representatives of Senator Brown and Portman on two separate days, on the 10th of January in the downtown offices of Senator Sherrod Brown and on Thursday the 12th we met in Senator Rob Portman’s office downtown. This was primarily in an effort to look for and identify potential sources of federal funding for environmental remediation dollars that are necessary to make this project a successful deal particularly as it relates to the redevelop of building 500. In addition to that Sara Fagnilli and I conspired or collaborated with the developer on a proposal that was requested by the new contact Vantage Partners, their broker had asked for us to submit a development proposal which we did so we’re working on this project on a variety of fronts right now and are still hopeful of a positive conclusion. And we also met with Dave Greenspan from the County Council toward the same end, Dave is working at the County level along with some other folks in an effort to identify and solidify some commitments, some general commitments that we received earlier from the County Department of Development regarding some potential environmental remediation funding. So we are continuing to pursue that in a variety of ways. 

We’re, as everyone knows, we’re proceeding with the reestablishment of the Master Plan Steering Committee. Letters went out to today to various entities in an effort to either invite certain individuals from the ministerial associations, the Board of Education and other entities, the Chamber of Commerce, to participate and/or designate a representative from those entities. Once that response is back we’ll be identifying a first meeting date that will be sometime in mid to late February, I'm expecting right now it could be a little later than that. In the meantime, we’ve placed an ad for the consultant pursuant to the ordinance that was passed last summer. That will be appearing it the Plain Dealer on the 23rd and the 30th of January with a bid opening or proposals openings to be conducted on February 6th. As I said it is hopeful now, and everybody will receive once we’ve identified the date and identified the consultant, everybody that is on Council and otherwise will be receiving notification regarding the first meeting. 
Basically the first order of business will be for the Steering Committee to select a Master Plan consultant and we’ll go through that process as we convene.
Lastly, today as a follow up to a meeting that we had down at the County Public Works Department in December before Christmas, Mr. Mackay and I met with the County Public Works folks as well as representatives, service department representatives from all of the Westshore communities, to begin to look at ways to collaborate and reach economies to scale and reduce costs on any number of potential service related activities and projects. It was the consensus of the group today, all of the Service Directors from all of the Westshore communities were present, it was the consensus of the group today that we can begin to collaborate on some basic activities like sewer cleaning. And we are going to be meeting again and continuing to meet to flesh that out. We’ve also asked a representative, there was an individual by the name of Joe Nanni who is the Chief of Staff of the new County Council who was present as Mr. Greenspan couldn’t be in attendance today, we asked him to go back to the County with certain requests regarding fees for service from the Public Works Department and some EPA issues which we’ll have more on a little later. So we’ll keep you posted, we’re looking forward to, kind of like the Mayor’s efforts with the Fire Study and with COG, we’re looking forward to fleshing out and expanding on collaboration between various cities at the service level. That’s all that I have, thank you. 
FINANCE DIRECTOR ROCCO said, the Finance Department has spent the last week updating and archiving all payroll and finance records for 2011. And we will be mailing W-2’s out this week. I have also begun meeting with each director in regards to the 2012 budget. Thank you. 
LAW DIRECTOR FAGNILLI said, thank you. Outside of what Mr. Kennedy said, I have no report. 
CITY ENGINEER MACKAY said, I only have one item to report tonight and that is that we have started the preparation of the plans and specifications for the 2012 Street Repair Program and hopefully, with some decent weather without significant snowfall, we’ll be able to continue making good progress on those plans. That’s all that I have for tonight, thank you.
